The Penn State Panhellenic Council Greek Sing was started in 1968 as an opportunity for fraternities and sororities to display their musical talents.  The event ended shortly, after, but was restarted in 1983 with immediate success.  In 1985, it was decided that all profits from Greek Sing would directly benefit the Gayle Beyers Scholarship Fund.

Gayle Beyers, a former Greek advisor at Penn State, was a woman who was nationally known for her expertise in fraternities and sororities.  Ms. Beyers was a champion for the fraternity and sorority community and rallied support for our fraternities and sororities, even in the most difficult of times.  She was a brave woman who gave hours of dedication to helping the fraternity and sorority community to succeed.

Each year, members of the Greek Sing Executive Board award scholarships to a man or woman who displays the same dedication, bravery, and commitment as Ms. Beyers.  

ELIGIBILITY:

Consideration for this scholarship shall be given to all undergraduate students enrolled in the University who have achieved superior academic records or who manifest promise of outstanding academic success. Applicants are required to be members of a Panhellenic, Inter-Fraternity, National Pan-Hellenic, or Multicultural Greek Council organization and who are active in extracurricular activities.  Executive Council officers of the Panhellenic, Inter-Fraternity, National Pan-Hellenic, and/or Multicultural Greek Council are not eligible.  Prior recipients are likewise not eligible.

AMOUNT OF AWARD:

The number of scholarships awarded and the amount of each shall be determined by the selection committee.  Scholarships shall be awarded annually in accordance with the University endowment spending policy.  Any available monies not awarded in a particular year shall either be added to the principal or retained for award together with the available monies of the following year.
TERM OF AWARD:

Each scholarship shall be awarded for one academic year and may not be renewed.
